You can check the prerequisites in the file sent to you earlier, which contains all the courses in your program,
as well as your grades.

For example, a student would like to take a Sustainability Management course. This course has three
prerequisites: Principles of Management, Microeconomics, and Macroeconomics. Look at the file, Principles
of Management, there is no grade in the table, but a student is taking this course now. We can move on to
the next prerequisite — Macroeconomics. There is a grade - 73%. This is a positive grade (at least 60%).
Therefore, the condition is fulfilled. And finally, Microeconomics. The grade is 47% (less than 60%) and a
student is not taking Microeconomics this semester. Thus, one of the prerequisites is not closed. Therefore,
a student cannot choose a course.
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Also, a course cannot be chosen if a student has already taken it before and
has successfully completed it (the file for this course contains a positive
grade). For example, a student would like to choose a World Economics
course, but the grade in the table is 85%. In this case, a student cannot
